Disappearance and search

The following details were compiled from a conversation
between Teresa Chan and Police Constable Lox Kellas,
the police constable at Portobello, articles in the ODT
(Otago Daily Times) and details added by Gordon Wong
from conversations and observations.

Are You Paying Your Staff Correctly?

There have been recent media reports
regarding foreign workers being paid less than
the minimum wage per hour or being required
to work very long hours without a break. The
reports suggest that employers involved are
mainly Asian, and some in the restaurant trade.

It is important for all employers to know that the
NZ adult minimum rate is $14.25 per hour. This
wage applies to all employees 16 and over who
are not starting out workers or trainees.

In New Zealand if any employee is required to
work on public holidays, they must be paid a minimum of
1.5 times their ordinary pay rate. In addition, if the
employee is not normally required to work on the Public
Hol i day, they are entitled

All full time and part time employees are entitled to 4
weeksd annual |l eave a
mont hsé wor k
paid for their annual leave. If they work only part time,
they are entitled to a proportionate share of the holidays
and pay.

Only genuinely fAcasual
pay included in their
is someone for whom there is not a clear pattern of
working hours. Many people confuse part time employees
with casual employees. For example, restaurant
employees whose work pattern is established on a
fortnightly roster are part time employees, not casual
employees and accordingly they are entitled to have their
holidays and holiday pay entitlement accumulated.

The Government is looking at enforcing laws against
employers who breach employment laws in New Zealand
a lot more severely. The Ministry of Business,
Immigration and Employment (MBIE) have announced
that they are going to focus their efforts in areas such as
the hospitality areas that employ overseas workers.

While there are not many prosecutions to date,
successful ones have imposed significant penalties. For
example, in August 2013, an Auckland business was
ordered to pay a total of $211,574.00 in wage repayments

law. The action followed complaints from 11
employees who were in New Zealand on
student visas from India. MBIE found that the
employees were not receiving their minimum
wage or holiday pay entitlement and were not
provided with employment agreements or
accurate time and wage records.

In addition, the Government has also
announced upcoming immigration law
changes which are aimed to target

exploitation of workers on student visas or work visas.
They include:

It is important for each ethnic community to protect its
most vulnerable members. Employers need to ensure
that they understand NZ employment laws as otherwise
they could be up for significant penalties or even
deportation if they are convicted.

Historical background

To many of our early Cantonese gold miners, the old
Chinese settler community, war refugees and fellow
villagers, Guangdong (Canton now known as
Guangzhou) is the provincial capital of our heritage. It
was due to the needs and courage of our people to look
for a better opportunity for their families that they came to
New Zealand to try their luck in gold mining and business
opportunities.  After overcoming many hardships and
sacrifices, those early efforts and contributions to the
wealth of New Zealand laid the foundations of our modern
community.

The initial Documentary

It began when an American scholar George McKibbens
whowor ked as a host of AL i
radio show on Guangdong radio and TV was interested in
Guangzhou history and cultural preservation. He found
some very early photos of missionaries from New
Zealand and their establishment of the Canton Villages
Mission. These century-old images are largely unknown
by those he spoke to and eventually they were traced to
Knox College in Dunedin. George learned that they were
photographs taken by the Presbyterian Missionaries as
evidence of their work and also used for fund raising.
Amongst them were rare images of the early Pearl River
full of boats, flooding in Guangzhou, their mission
school s, a 100 ©bed hospit
school in the Upper Poon Yue area called Kong Chuen.
In the collection were also photos of the famous Rev.
Alexander Don with Chinese gold miners in Central
Otago.

Otago and Southland Chinese Association (OSCA)
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An exhibition of the photographs was opened in the
Guangzhou Library supported by the New Zealand
Embassy, drew vast numbers of viewers but none could
shed any light on the history of the images. But on the
last day, an elderly gentleman Mr. Zhou came and told
them they had it wrong! He advised them that he knew of
the locations in the photographs. In his words, he said
that the Cantonese names and locations were translated
directly into English but translating the English to
Mandarin changed everything to a foreign meaning and
the new researchers were looking in the wrong place.
The exhibition though successful, closed with many
unanswered questions.

Presbyterian Archivist, Mychael Tymons put them in
contact with somebody who spoke Cantonese, well
versed in Chinese gold mining history, the Canton
Villages Mission and Rev. Alexander Don.
